Copleston “so you distinguish good and bad
by what faculty?”

Russell “By my feelings!”
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Russell (R): You see, | feel that some things are good and that
other things are bad. | love the things that are good, that | think
are good, and | hate the things that | think are bad. | don't say that
these things are good because they participate in the Divine
goodness.

Copleston (C): Yes, but what's your justification for distinguishing
between good and bad or how do you view the distinction
between them?

R: | don't have any justification any more than | have when |
distinguish between blue and yellow. What is my justification for
distinguishing between blue and yellow? | can see they are
different.

C: Well, that is an excellent justification, | agree. You distinguish
blue and yellow by seeing them, so you distinguish good and bad
by what faculty?

R: By my feelings.

C: By your feelings. Well, that's what | was asking. You think that
good and evil have reference simply to feeling?
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ESV: whom God put forward as a by his blood, to be received
by faith.

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God's wrath in the Bible is never the capricious, self-indulgent, irritable, morally ignoble thing that human
anger so often is. It is, instead, a right and necessary reaction to objective moral evil. God is only angry
where anger is called for.... Would a God who did not react adversely to evil in His world be morally
perfect? Surely not. But it is precisely this adverse reaction to evil, which is a necessary part of moral
perfection, that the Bible has in view when it speaks of God'‘s wrath. This is righteous anger, the right
reaction of moral perfection in the Creator towards moral perversity in the creature. So far from the
manifestation of God’s wrath in punishing sin being morally doubtful, the thing that would be morally
doubtful would be for Him not to show His wrath in this way....
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“The physical pain, though great (for a crucifixion remains the
cruelest form of a judicial execution that the world has ever known),
was yet only a small part of the story; Jesus’ chief sufferings were
mental and spiritual, and what was packed into less than four hundred
minutes was an eternity of agony - agony such that each minute was
an eternity in itself.”
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
